He 
attempted to join the disciples but they were afraid 
of him because they did not believe that he was a 
disciple but was still their persecutor. But 
Barnabas took him to the apostles and convinced 
them that Saul was a true disciple.

2. Barnabas is one 
who seeks out 
other workers. 
When news of the 
conversion of Jews 
and Greeks reached 
Jerusalem, they sent 
Barnabas to Antioch 
where, as a result of 
his preaching,  many 

people came to the Lord. Then Barnabas went to 
Tarsus to look for Saul.  After he found him, he 
took him to Antioch for one year. When a famine 
was predicted in Judea, Barnabas and Saul took what 
was collected to the elders there.  Acts 11: 19-304.  
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
