 Martha and her daughter Carol share a 
similar and unusual history in these parts - 
they are both native San Diegans!  Martha and 
her twin sister were the first twins ever born 
in Mercy Hospital, and 22 years later she gave 
birth to Carol in the same hospital.  In addi-
tion to Carol and her sister Sharon, Martha 
now has seven grandchil-
dren and three great grand-
children.  Carol raised 
eight children, and still 
found time to work as a 
hairdresser before they ar-
rived and as a nurse after 
they were grown. 
 The similarity be-
tween mother and daughter 
does not end with their 
place of birth and home 
town.  Martha and Carol 
share a love of the out-
doors and a taste for ad-
venture.  Martha and her 
sister were professional swimmers, perform-
ing nationwide in USO shows and appearing 
in the movie "Bathing Beauty" with Esther 
Williams.  She also taught swimming and 
earned the title of Pacific Coast Swimming 
Champion.  In the early '60s, she finally de-
cided to "dry out" and turned her attention to 
golf.  She was the first female golf profes-
sional in San Diego, when she was appointed 
by Cottonwood Golf Course in 1973.  She 
worked at several golf courses in that area, 
including serving as Tournament Director for 
the LPGA Teaching Division National Cham-
pionship in 1987, before moving to Borrego 
Springs.  Here she has taught at virtually 
every local course, even the little driving 
range we used to have across from the Road-
runner!  She continues to teach golf, and still 

swims 40 laps a day. 
 Carol shared her mother's love of golf 
until five years ago, when she tragically fell 
from a ladder and broke her back.  She now 
suffers continual pain, but you would never 
know it by her cheerful attitude and willing-
ness to help whenever needed.  Another com-

mon interest for mother 
and daughter is sailing.  
Although they were in-
troduced to the yachting 
world separately and at 
different times, that ad-
venturous spirit surfaced 
once again; Carol's first 
trip was through the Pa-
nama Canal, and Mar-
tha's was to Alaska! 
 Martha moved to 
Borrego Springs because 
of her husband's health 
during the time our 
church was being built.  

A lifelong Episcopalian, she soon became ac-
tive at St. Barnabas, where she serves on the 
Vestry, coordinates Sarah's Circle, organizes 
the Christmas and Easter Baskets and volun-
teers as a greeter, hostess and reader.  Carol, 
who moved to Borrego in 2009, was con-
firmed at St. Barnabas in 2010 and is already 
following in her mother's footsteps as one of 
our most active volunteers.  She serves as a 
chalice bearer, hostess, reader, and is on the 
Carillon staff.  Besides sports and church, 
Martha enjoys playing contract bridge and is 
an accomplished water color painter.  Carol 
enjoys making greeting cards and loves to 
cook.  The St. Barnabas family is blessed to 
have these accomplished and versatile women 
among us.
